Shelly retired from the Israeli Air Force following a 27 years career in which he was a commander of 
F16, F15 squadrons, IAF Head of Operations and Hatzerim AFB Commander – a 200 plane, 5000 
personnel base to include the IAF Flight Academy.

After retiring from the IAF Shelly served as the Deputy Chief Executive Officer at Arava Power 
Company Ltd. where he was responsible for the development, construction of Solar Energy fields in 
the southern part of Israel. In addition, he is one of the founders of the National Center for Renewable 
Energy Incubator located in the Hevel Eilot Regional Council.

In 2009 he volunteered to serve for three years as the Chairman of the Jewish Agency's Canada
